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Once v1.1.0 is installed by NCO, a parallel run should be set up. The configuration file for the parallel run should be modified so that the output is not sent to AWIPS or ftp.tpc.ncep.noaa.gov/wsp. The grib output files from v1.1.0 should be sent to /com/nhc/para/wsp.yyyymmdd. NHC/TSB staff will compare those with the current operational  WSP output from v1.0.3 in /com/nhc/para/wsp.yyyymmdd. 
The results will not be identical because v1.1.0 has updated coefficients and improved interpolation routines, but the fields should be very similar. TSB will also run a few selected cases outside of WCOSS with the newest version of the mc_prob.f routine model, and compare those with the para results to make sure they are identical to within machine accuracy. 
If the parallel runs begin in early to mid-May, it is likely there will be active tropical cyclones for the testing. If not, NHC/TSB will coordinate with the NHC Hurricane Specialist Unit (HSU) to run test storms. Active tropical cyclones cases are restricted to ATCF numbers 01-49 and invests (pre-TC stage) to 90-99. The test storms will have ATCF numbers 80-89.
