On Tuesday XXXXX XX, 2014, the National Centers for Environmental Prediction (NCEP) will make a change to the sea ice drift model.  This change will improve existing capabilities and enable new ones.
The model system change is:

1. Run on GEFS input rather than GFS.

The effect of this change is:

1. Slight improvement in model skill

2. Developmental output (each ensemble member) provides basis for additional guidance if requested, and examination of ice drift variability.
Data format, delivery, and volume will not be affected by this implementation.
